SAFE RIDING TIPS

Motorcycle riding is great fun and
an exciting sport. Motorcycle riding
also requires that some extra
precaution be taken to ensure the
safety of the rider. These precau-
tions are:

FAMILIARIZE YOURSELF
WITH YOURMOTORCYCLE
L

Your riding skill and your mechani-
cal knowledge form the foundation
for safe riding practices. We suggest
that you practice riding your
motorcycle in a space and non-
traffic place until you are thor-
oughly familiar with your machine
and its controls. Remember practice
make more perfect.

INSPECTION BEFORE
RIDING

Review thoroughly the instructions
in the "INSPECTION BEFORE
RIDING" section of this manual.
Do not forget to perform an entire
safety inspection to ensure the
safety of the rider and its passenger.

WEARAHELMET

Motorcycle safety equipment starts

with a quality safety helmet. One of
the most serious injuries that can
happen is a head injury. For your
safety, always wear a properly
approved helmet.

KNOWYOUR LIMITS

Safe riding depends on the condi-
tion of the ground, the weather and
the skill of yours. Ride within the
boundaries of your own skill at all
times. Knowing the limits and
staying with them will help you to
avoid accidents.

OBEY TRAFFIC
REGULATIONS

Be sure to obey traffic regulations
and drive at safe speed.

PAY MORE ATTENTION ON
BAD WEATHER DAYS

Riding on bad weather days,
especially wet ones, requires extra
caution. Especially remember:
braking distance double on a rainy
day. Stay off of the painted surface
marks, manhole covers and greasy
appearing areas as they can be
especially slippery.

Use extreme caution at railway
crossings and on metal gratings and
bridges. Please release the speed
and slow down!

PAY MORE ATTENTION FOR
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RIDINGAT NIGHT

Inspect whether the lighting is at
good condition or not before riding,
If the road is dull, use the high beam
when riding at high speed and use
the low beam when riding at low
speed. If the road is bright with
traffic lights, use only the low beam.
Be sure to use the low beam when
riding through the crossings,
turning, and meeting the other
vehicle riding in reverse direction.
If you want to overtake the other
vehicle at night, use the high beam
and low beam alternately to give the
overtaking warning signal.

USE EXTREME CAUTION
RIDING THROUGH THE
DANGEROUS ROADS

When you ride close to the hill, be
sure to remember: slow down,
operate the horn and riding near the
side of the road. If you do not family
the road condition, stop the vehicle
to inspect the road and then ride
carefully.

NEVER LOAD TOO MUCH

Over loading may be very hazard-
ous:

1. The tire is distorted largely and
may damage the tire easily.

2. The front and rear shock absorb-
ers can be overloaded, this may
result the destruction of the parts.

3. The engine overheats easily
running at overloaded condition,
this can score the cylinder and
destroy the parts,

4. The extra weight can cause the
vehicle harder to steer and effect the
brake efficiency. This can reduce the
riding safety.

PROPER RIDING APPAREL

For your safe riding, always wear a
properly approved helmet and
suitable eye protection, Please wear
tightened bright and fit apparel. You
will feel comfortable in wear this
kind of garment. Wear low heel
shoes.

ACCESSORY
INSTALLATION TIPS

There are a great of accessories
available to SINSKI owners.
SINSKI can not have direct control
over the quality or suitability of
accessories you may wish to
purchase, the addition of unsuitable
accessories can lead to unsafe
operating conditions. It is not
possible for SINSKI to test each
accessory on the market or combi-
nations of all the available accesso-
ries, however, your dealer can assist
you in selecting quality accessories
and installing them correctly. In
order to assist you select and install
the accessories, please refer to the
following:
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1. Use extreme caution when
selecting and installing the accesso-
ries for your SINSKI. they should be
mounted as low as possible, as close
to the motorcycle and as near the
center of gravity as is feasible. The
mounting brackets and other
attachment hardware should be
carefully checked to ensure that it
provides for a rigid, non-movable
mount. Weak mounts can allow the
shifting of the weight and create a
dangerous, unstable condition.

2. Inspect for proper ground
clearance and bank angle. The
improperly mounted accessories
could critically reduce these two
safety factors. Also determine that
the "accessories" dose not interfere
with the operation of the suspension
steering or other control operations.
3. Accessories fitted to the handle-
bars or the front fork area can create
serious stability problems. This
extra weight will cause the motorcy-
cle to be less responsive to your
steering control. The weight may
also cause oscillations in the front
end and lead instability problems.
Accessories added to the handlebar
or front fork of the machine should
be as light as possible and kept to a
minimum.

5. Certain accessories displace the
rider from his or her normal riding
position. This limits the freedom of
movement of the rider and may limit
his or her control ability.

6. Additional electrical accessories

may overload the existing electrical
system. Severe overloads may
damage the wiring harness or create
a dangerous situation due to the loss
of electrical power during the
operation of the motorcycle.
